1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth on Monday, February 16, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. called the regular monthly meeting of the Colwich City Council to order. 
ATTENDANCE
Present were Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth, Councilmembers Mike Kraus, Robert Winter, Stephanie Guy with Cheryl Reichenberger and Pam Winegarner absent. 
Staff members present were William Gondoly, Public Works Director; Stanley Juhnke, City Attorney; Mark Hinkle, Police Chief; Brad Banz, Fire Chief and Diana Brooks, City Clerk.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Spexarth led the audience, staff and Council in the Pledge of Allegiance with Fr. Hoisington presenting the invocation.

There were no notices or communications.

CITIZEN COMMENTS
There were no citizen comments.
4.
PURCHASE REQUESTS AND ITEMS NEEDING COUNCIL ACTION
A.
Discussion regarding the increase in trash service – Jim Spencer, Waste Connections

Mayor Spexarth reminded the Council and Waste Connections of the issues regarding the trash service being the charging for recycling services and the fuel surcharge given the drop in fuel prices.  Mr. Jim Spencer, Waste Connections, explained that the Stutzman customers received free recycling however, with the decrease in the cost of recycled materials and the cost of recycling increasing Waste Connections implemented a $2.00 charge on the Stutzman customers rather than the $4.75 charge paid by new customers.

Mr. Spencer further explained that the company purchased fuel on a contractual basis in August before the prices dropped therefore there would no decrease in the fuel surcharge in 2015.


Mr. Spencer stated that the Council could reduce the cost to the citizens by assuming responsibility for the billing and collecting of funds for Waste Connections.  After extensive discussion it was determined a public meeting was necessary to get citizen feedback on the potential change.

B.
Discussion regarding adding earthquake insurance to the City’s annual coverage

Mayor Spexarth stated that Tony Madrigal, Madrigal and Associates, the City’s insurance broker contacted staff earlier in the month to determine if the City would be interested in obtaining a quote from EMC for earthquake insurance.  The consensus of the Council was to get a quote and obtain more information regarding the coverage.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
A.
Heritage Festival

Ms. Mary Ann Morrison, Chairperson, reported there would be a disc golf tournament at the festival this year, that she needed a chairperson for the parade and car show, and that she was working to get benches with military emblems on them donated for Veterans Park.
Ms. Diana K. Brooks, City Clerk explained to Council that during the 2014 transfers she overlooked requesting Council to transfer the $4,900 donated to the festival into the CIP-Heritage Festival account.  She stated that she would pay the $4,900 in festival cost from the administrative budget to account for the error.

Park Committee


Councilwoman Guy reported that the sidewalk to the pad and connecting the sidewalk and the shade structure was poured.  Mr. Winter had moved his equipment near the vault toilet.  She stated that she had applied for the Waste Tire Grant for more picnic tables and benches for Colwich Memorial Park.  Councilman Kraus stated that all pieces for the barbeque grill were completed and waiting for assembling and installation.

Library Board – Mayor Spexarth stated the report was in the packet. 
7.
DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

A.
City Engineer – Mr. Ben Mabry, City Engineer, reported on a meeting hosted by FEMA to review the map changes stating he would be attending.  He stated that he would provide the City with an agreement to do the levy inspection at Colwich Memorial Park to be completed in 2016.  Councilman Kraus expressed concerns regarding the water loss and suggested shutting down well two (2) to determine if there was blow by in the check valve causing the water loss.  

B.
Fire – Chief Brad Banz, Fire Chief presented the monthly report and informed the Council that ISO had performed a rating review and the results would be known in a couple of months. 

Chief Banz reported on the inspection of the Quint and asked to make repairs in the amount of $6,115.43.  

Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council approve $6,115.43 to make repairs to the Quint.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 3-0.


Chief Banz presented a proposal for the building of a brush truck by the Ellsworth Correctional Facilities at a cost of $31,450.  


Councilman Kraus moved that the Council approve the Ellsworth Correctional Facilities to build a brush truck in an amount not to exceed $35,000.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 3-0.

Public Works – William Gondoly, Public Works Director presented the monthly report.  Discussion resumed regarding the water loss and the update on looking for a tractor.

Police Department – Chief Hinkle presented the monthly report.

City Attorney – Mr. Stanley Juhnke, City Attorney, had nothing to report.

City Clerk - Ms. Brooks presented the monthly report.

Councilman Kraus questioned the status of the City sign.  Mayor Spexarth stated that he had contacted local vendors, a pre-construction meeting would be scheduled and then bids would be accepted for a 4’ x 8’ LED sign.
